Brief description of the
Assignment

A slum is a highly populated urban residential area consisting
mostly of closely packed, decrepit housing units in a situation
of deteriorated or incomplete infrastructure, inhabited
primarily by impoverished persons. While slums differ in size
and other characteristics, most lack reliable sanitation
services, supply of clean water, reliable electricity, law
enforcement and other basic services. Slum residences vary
from shanty houses to professionally built dwellings which,
because of poor-quality construction or provision of basic
maintenance, have deteriorated.

Slums form and grow in different parts of the world for many
different reasons. Causes include rapid rural-to-urban
migration, economic stagnation and depression, high
unemployment, poverty, informal economy, forced or
manipulated ghettoization, poor planning, politics, natural
disasters and social conflicts.

Substance abuse is an important health problem throughout the
world including Bangladesh, but prevalence and pattern of
abuse varies from country to country and in different types of
population. Slums have their own social and economic
problems so that substance abuse may be different in this
population and might be related with these problems. The aim
of the present study is to study the prevalence and pattern
substances in slum population and way forward.
